IHIH CODES OF CONDUCT

PLAYERS CODE

We expect all IHIH participants to act respectfully at all times and make their coaches, parents and organization proud.  All IHIH participants are required to comply with this code of conduct.  Violation of these rules may lead to disciplinary action, including suspension from program activities, suspension from the organization for the remainder of the season or expulsion from the program.
By participating in Ice Hockey In Harlem, I agree to follow the IHIH Code of Conduct:  

I will do my best to attend every IHIH practice, class and game that I am supposed to attend, and I will tell with my coach or teacher in advance if I am going to miss any IHIH activity that I am expected to attend.

I will show respect towards my coaches, teachers, officials, teammates, opponents, parents, and all other people I come into contact with during IHIH activities.

I will not fight or rough house with anyone, including my teammates, coaches and opponents. 

I will be responsible for all of my equipment. I will take care of it and make sure it is put away neatly. 

I will learn the rules of hockey and I will play by them. I will respect all hockey officials and their decisions, even if I do not agree with them.  

I will not steal. 

I will not use vulgar or profane language.  I will not swear. 

I will do my best to make my community proud.  I will always conduct myself in a manner that reflects well on me, my team and IHIH.  

I will play for fun.
Players Code of Conduct Cont’d
I will not vandalize or damage anyone's property.  I will not take or use any equipment or other property that isn't mine, or that I haven’t been given permission to use.    
I will always obey the law and behave responsibly.  I will not drink alcohol, smoke or use tobacco, or use any illegal substance. 
I understand that if I am ever suspected of being under the influence of alcohol or any illegal substance, I will be asked to leave any IHIH event immediately. 

Any player who does not abide by these rules may be subject to disciplinary action which may include suspension or expulsion from IHIH.

COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT

Many of our parents and players have never been exposed to hockey before. As a result your role as a volunteer coach is all the more critical. We ask that you become familiar with the IHIH Coaches Code of Conduct in order to create a positive atmosphere for everyone.    

Winning is a consideration, but not the only one, and it is not the most important one.  You should care more about our players’ growth and development than winning the game. Remember, our players are involved in hockey for fun and enjoyment. 

Be a positive role model to your players; display emotional maturity and be alert to the physical safety of all players, both on IHIH teams and opposing teams.

Be generous with your praise when it is deserved; be consistent and honest; be fair and just. Try not to criticize players publicly or in a humiliating fashion; learn to be a more effective communicator and coach.

Adjust to the personal needs and issues of players; be a good listener. Each one of our kids is different and an individual. 

Never verbally or physically abuse an official, player or parent. .

Give each of your players the opportunity to improve their skills, gain confidence and develop self-esteem. 

Organize practices that are fun and challenging for your players. 

Encourage all of your players to put the team first, and to be good team players.

Maintain an open line of communication with your players and their parents. 

Be concerned with the overall development of our players. Stress good health and study habits, exercise and clean living.
Be aware of our program’s focus on education.  Try to instill among your players a sense that education is their most important priority. 

Foster strength in the IHIH community. Show your players that IHIH is an organization they can rely on.

PARENTS CODE 

As a parent, guardian, friend, or family member of an IHIH player we ask you to:   

Be supportive of the entire team after every game or practice – win or lose. Recognize good effort, teamwork and sportsmanship.
Support the coaches, volunteers and referees, and respect their judgment and integrity.
Listen to IHIH coaches, teachers and volunteers, who give their time to build and strengthen our program. 

Respect locker rooms and benches as private areas for players, coaches, and officials.
Do not lean over or pound on the glass; the glass surrounding the ice surface is part of the playing area. 

Never enter the ice surface.  If someone needs medical attention, find a rink employee to provide assistance.

Respect and try to preserve the program’s equipment. IHIH is a charity and the equipment we provide is meant to be used for several years and by many children.  

Be responsible for your own safety; be alert in order to prevent accidents caused by flying pucks, sticks, skates and other avoidable situations.

SPECTATORS CODE

At any game or tournament where an Ice Hockey in Harlem team is participating, Ice Hockey in Harlem absolutely prohibits any spectator:

Using obscene or vulgar language to anyone at any time, including all rink personnel, hockey officials, volunteers, coaches, and parents of any players (whether or not part of IHIH). 

Taunting or threatening players, coaches, officials or other spectators in any way, whether by means of baiting, ridiculing, threat of physical violence or physical violence. 

Throwing any object in the spectators’ area, players’ bench, penalty box or on the ice surface.
Entering the locker room and bench area during practices and/or games, unless the head coach agrees.
